ITINERARY

Day 1 Following our door to door pick up we travel to Dover
for the short sea ferry crossing to Calais before continuing to
our overnight half board accommodation.
Day 2 Depart after breakfast travelling to our second
overnight’s half-board accommodation.
Day 3 We arrive in Venice in time for a 6.00pm boarding at
St. Basilio quay (vaporetto station Santa Marta). Time to settle
comfortably into your cabins before meeting the crew during
a welcome cocktail reception served in the lounge. The ship
sails towards the 7 martiri dock during dinner. Evening on
board in Venice. 
Day 4 Enjoy buffet breakfast on board before the morning is
spent cruising the lagoon returning to Venice at midday for
lunch. This afternoon you can take an optional private
sightseeing trip by boat to the islands of Burano, famous for
its lacework, and Murano, known worldwide for its ancestral
glass blowing techniques, or enjoy some free time to
yourselves in Venice. Return on board late afternoon with time
to prepare for dinner followed by dancing in the lounge. 
Day 5 Breakfast on board after which you have the option of
a guided walk to the Doge’s Palace and famous St. Mark’s
Square. Return to the ship for lunch with the remainder of the
afternoon at leisure in Venice. 
Day 6 Breakfast on board while the ship cruises across the
magnificent Bay of Venice to reach Chioggia mid morning.
Have some free time to discover the town before lunch on
board. In the afternoon you can join an optional tour to
Padua, the pilgrimage town of St. Anthony of Padua, but also
famous for art. Following a visit to the “Santo” basilica,
dedicated to St. Anthony, take a stroll through the historic

town centre and discover the “Pedrocchi coffee house”, dear
to the cities inhabitants. In the meantime, the ship cruises
back to Venice where you will rejoin later in the day if on the
optional excursion. Dinner on board is followed by a gala
evening.  
Day 7 Breakfast on board before disembarking at the
passenger terminal in Venice travelling to our overnight’s half-
board accommodation.
Day 8 Depart after breakfast travelling to our second
overnights half board accommodation.
Day 9 We travel to Calais for the short sea ferry crossing and
complete the journey home.
